* Explore with your senses. Smell the coconut,
look at the parts of an egg, taste the sugar, listen

to the crinkle of the chocolate chip bag, and touch
the soft flour.

* I1t’s the process not the outcome that
matters most. Sometimes it can be hard but try

to let your child do things for themselves. It’s all about
the experience, the exploration, and having fun together.
In the end, it doesn’t really matter how the baked
goods look or taste, but rather about making

positive memories!
